m very thing that has happened in the latest
parliamentary elections and after that in
Delhi, including the installation of the coun-
try's first Hindu nazi govt., is for the good. We
are specially happy that everything is proceed-
ing exactly on the lines we predicted.

Today it is the
DMK, TMC, AGP, TDP, Akali Dal, Shiv Sena,
HVK etc., till recently dismissed as a motley
crowd of nuisance-mongers, that hold the key
to any govt. formation.

Elections bring big victory for
Bahujans but Vaidliks conspire
to keep us out of power

Chief Minister of Assam, Mahanta, has de-
manded the recall of Army from Assam - send-
ing shock waves in brahminical circles in Delhi.
If these sentiments of "regional parties", as
they are described in the brahminical toilet
papers, are not respected by the brahmini-
cal rulers, there is every chance of the coun-
try heading towards a2 break-up. This is the:
most important warning given by the vot-
ers in this election.

And that means our work in the past 15 years
sowing seeds of "national consciousness” has
started sprouting and this has brought us su-
preme satisfaction. (DV Edit Feb.16,'96: "Na-
tionality question becomes single most serious
challenge facing India’). :
Death of parliamentary system: The connect-
ed question is the impact of these different na-
tionalities shaking their bodies on the health
of parliamentary democracy about which we
have been always critical.

Parliamentary system has become defunct
because it was designed for a single-party
majority which has become a thing of the
past.

Not only different nationalities have emerged
stronger but the "nation within this nation” -
the caste (jati - is consolidating in a big way
forcing us to think of separate electorate.
Tribute to Muslims: We are thankful to Mus-
lims who acted exactly on the lineswsuggested
in our Editorial of April 16,'96: "Defeat both
Aryan parties, Congress & BJP: Special role for
Muslims”. If the Congress, the original brah-
minical party of India, is crushed the credit
must entirely go to the Muslims. Once again
the Muslims have proved to be the most en-
lightened voters in the country and from one
end of the country to other, they kicked out
the Congress. Great. In the process they might
have helped the victory of Shiv Sena-BJP in
Maharashtra and BJP in Gujarat. Doesn't mat-
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ter. MUK.Gandhi's Congress is the father of this
Hindu nazi thought. It is also the country's
most dangerous party of "Socialist Brahmins".
It sucks the blood of the Bahujans so pain-
lessly even as the Bahujan lambs continue to
lick the hands of the butcher. Once this Con-
gress is crushed, finishing BJP, the party of
"Sacred mewBSm._ - the child of the Congress
- is no problem /

We are happy that the Muslims have at last
identified their Enemy No.1 and finished it. All
those Muslim religious and political leaders
who acted as the agents of this Congress must
be now eliminated.

Nazis need not worry us: We understand the
Muslim anxiety over the Nazi govt. formation
in Delhi. We want to assure Muslims that Hin-
du nazis are any day better than the Congress.
Gandhi's Congress has been duping Muslims
and Dalits even while pretending to be our well-
wishers. BJP has never said all this. It is like a
cobra sitting before us. We know the danger of
the cobra and have to take all precautions to
avoid it and then eliminate it.

Muslims behaved exactly as we wanted them
to do. Congratulations. Having proved their
might, which even the BJP-SS cannot ig-
nore, they have to now take the next step
of joining hands with Dalits and BCs and
also eliminating the brahminical stooges
inside. This must start immediately.

Third Force: We were the first in the country
to predict that the "Third Front" (TF) will get
the largest number of seats. (DV Edit Dec.1,'95:
"Coming elections offer bright chances for Third
Front”). We proved right. Wily vaidiks might
have conspired to deny power to the TF led by
Deve Gowda. Doesn't matter. It is not so easy
to seize power from these well-entrenched Ary-
an forces who have been ruling us from thou-
sands of years. We were certain that the vaid-
ks will never ever surrender this country's No. 1
post to a non-vaidik. But the very fact that the
TF consolidated itself so prominently and
brought sleepless nights to upper caste forces
is itself a development of great significance. We
should note that such a thing is happening for
the first time in India. This is because the
Bahujan forces have understood the treachery
of brahminical forces dividing themselves into
"Socialist Brahmins" (Congress) and "Sacred
Brahmins" (BJP) and successfully duping us.

Laloo's failures: We wanted Laloo to head the

TF (DV Edit May 15,'96) but he became weak-
er in Bihar because of a superior strategy
adopted by the Aryans: a.combination of up-
per castes (Brahmins, Bumihars, Rajputs, Ka-
yasths represented by BJP) and Backward
Castes (Kurmies etc. led by Samata Party of
George Ferandes). This is a temporary phenom-
ena because the Aryans will never tolerate the
BCs and the BJP-Samata combination will soon
collapse in Bihar.

Laloo is eminently suited for Mandalisation of
the country but the upper castes in Janata Dal
and Left parties are reluctant to hand over the
leadership of the TF to a strongman like Laloo.
That is how they managed to choose a soft
shudra like Deve Gowda from Karnataka.

Warning to Deve Gowda: Vokkaliga leader
Deve Gowda has been the most hated man in
Karnataka by the Brahmins and Lingayats, the
other two upper castes of the state. But Mus-
lims obliged JD and SC/BCs voted and that is
how JD came on the top. The wily vaidik
R.K.Hegde is bent upon ousting Gowda from
Karnataka and the latter knows it. v
We feel that Gowda was made the chief of TF
as a part of this vaidik conspiracy. North Indi-
an Aryans will never allow a South Indian (Ma-
drasi as they are called) to become PM. Besides,
Gowda as a soft man can be easily manipulat-

ed unlike strongman Laloo. The vaidik conspir- .

acy was to manage Gowda's selection as TF
chief and then make him seek Chanakya's sup-
port for govt. formation.

When this support is assured (that a mischief
was played in intimating this support to Ras-
trapati Bhavan is another vaidik conspiracy)
Gowda's TF is obliged to extend support to
Chanakya when he is called by the vaidik Pres-
ident to form if the BJP govt. falls.

By this move the vaidiks will be killing two
birds in one stone. Gowda and his TF is de-
nied prime ministership and more than that
the hated Gowda is kicked out of Karnataka.
We hope Gowda is aware of it. Vaidiks will nev-
er ever surrender the PM post to anybody, else.
It will be either vaidik Vajyapee or Chanfakya.
Gowda must come back to Karnataka and con-
solidate his position by joining hands with
Bahujan forces.

Caste consolidation: Elections have also
proved our theory on caste (DV Edit
Dec.16,'1993: :mmwm:,ﬁ:m: every jati,
brahminism will wither away” mb%‘ "Is nmmmm
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abolition possible”, DV March 16,96 p.9). The
ntire elections were fought on caste basis and
brahminical toilet papers themselves were
forced to admit this inconvenient fact. Even
those who got elected from BJP are also most-
ly our people. So, DV was right in asking our
people to "cast your vote to your caste”. It was
a wholesale caste-based voting. This is anoth-
er significant development in our onward
march towards the approaching "caste war".

Caste identity: People have realised the im-
portance of their caste identity which only the
upper castes were preserving so far. SC/ST/
BCs have now understood the power of their
respective jati and the need to strengthen it.
Critics of our theory please note. It is only the
caste vote that can check the upper caste tyr-
anny and their fascist rule. ,

Upper caste (Aryan) casteism can be fought
only by consolidating our different Bahujan
jatis - which are not castes but our identi-
ties.

Look at Kurmi caste consolidation and the pow-
er it assumed to humble Laloo in Bihar. In
Karnataka, the Linyagats consolidated their
caste and voted against Janata Dal and most-
ly to BJP.

Upper caste consolidation is against social
change but Bahujan jati consolidation aims
at social revolution.

Upper castes have already consolidated their
jatis - naturally against social change and to
enslave "lower castes". Whether it is for good
or bad, we welcome caste consolidation. The
latest election has given a big push to this drive
towards jati jamboree.

Caste war within Gujarat BJP: DV has proved
right on “Caste war within Gujarat BJP" (DV
Edit Oct.16'95). The three upper castes of Gu-
jarat - Brahmins, Banias and Patels - hate the
Backward Castes so much that they together
got the powerful BC leader, Waghela, defeated
in the latest election. SC/ST/BCs in the BJP
are so angry that we will not be surprised if
they destroy the BJP itself in Gujarat. Our point
is that even inside the Brahmana Jati Party
"caste war" is furiously raging. This is an im-
portant development indicating the power ac-
quired by each jati.

How much the nazis are hated: Did not DV
prove right in calling BJP as the Brahmana Jati
Party? Look at the anti-BJP. hatred that has

gripped every political party. Even the Akali
Dal, Samata and Bahujan Samaj Party, which
are supposed to be close to BJP, have not yet
declared their support to BJP. Every other par-
ty, big or small, has vowed to vote down BJP.

BJP coming to power will have serious ad-
verse effects - both inside and outside In-
dia. Muslims are already feeling nervous
because the BJP brahminism is the anti-the-
sis of Islam.
Christians are worried. To the SC/ST/BCs this
party of upper caste Aryans is their blood ene-
my. That is why to every political party BJP is
an Untouchable. The pure vaidik party should
for once know what it is to be an Untouchable.
But to us BJP is any day better than the Con-
gress.

DV fears about BJP: But our fear is that BJP,
the wolf, if it survives the trust vote, may put
on a sheep's clothings and turn into another
Congress Party of "Socialist Brahmins". BJP
will undergo this metamorphosis for two rea-
sons.

(1) The upper caste rulers know fully well that
BJP being a wolf will scare away the innocent
lambs. (SC/ST/BCs and Muslims) and since it
feeds on lambs, it will be starved to death if it
doesn't wear sheep's clothings. The wolf can-
not survive without the meat, bone and blood
of the lambs. So it has to hide its fierce look.
Then only the lambs may agree to sleep with it.
(2) BJPs caste character has changed in this
election. It is gradually turning into a party of
Shudras and SC/ST/BCs because if the party
has to win it has to field only our, people. The
Vaidiks are in a minority among the newly
elected MPs though they are still in command.
Gandhi-killers: The danger lies here. The Con-
gress Party of humbugs ruled us for 50 years
and now the BJP, the wolf-turned-sheep, may
rule for another 50 years. The only silver lin-
ing is that BJP cannot get rid of the sin it com-
mitted being a party of Gandhi-killers. Mus-
lims will never vote for it and without Muslim
vote no party can come to power. That means
BJP death will be much earlier. That is why in
the interest of Aryan vaidiks, BJP should not
remain in power. The Congress serves their
interests much better.

Justice on the side of Sikhs: The Congress
in Punjab has been a party of Hindus and their
stooges among Sikhs. The latest election de-
bunked the upper caste allegation that Sikhs
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A4rc lerrorists and anti-nationals. The Congress
¢riminals who played havoc in Punjab are rout-
¢d. The people rightly rejected Aryan schem-
ers. Sikhs bagged 90% of the votes. That the
Dalits (BSP), who constitute about 25% of the
Punjab population, cooperated with Sikhs
(Akalis) is yet another major development
which means a spit on the face of Punjabi Ary-
ans. The Punjab Govt. must be dismissed and
every demand of the Sikhs must be conceded.
An agitation must begin right away.

SP-BSP mistake in UP: We are aware of the
caste contradictions between BCs and SCs. But
this contradiction is not so serious as between
SCs and Aryan Brahmins. Babasaheb
Ambedkar has identified brahminism as the
principal contradiction which has to be elimi-
nated first. So towards this Kanshi Ram's
Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP) of Dalits should
have joined hands’with Mulayam Singh's Sa-
majwadi Party of BCs.

Disastrous honeymoon: We have been hammer-
ing one point that Dalits as the leaders of Indian
Revolution it is their duty to educate and guide
BCs, Muslims and even upper castes. To launch
a caste war against the Aryan upper castes, BSP
should have joined hands with SP but its earlier
disastrous honeymoon with BJP (DV Edit July
1,'95: "If Mayawati yields to Manuwadis and be-
trays Bahujans, BSP will be wiped out') made
the SP and BSP fight other and the upper castes
‘Teaped the harvest.

The UP, elections proved that if BSP's Dalit
votes and SPs BC and Muslim votes had not
been split, they could have routed the BJP. That
Kanshi Ram himself lost to Jung Bahadur Pa-
tel, a former state chief of BSP, is a shame.
BSP is viewed by the Dalits all over India as
their only party. In the latest election it has
established itself as a solid Dalit party. But
it could have bagged many more seats and
becamme a decisive force if only it had not
antagonised the Muslims and the BCs.

To the Bahujans, the Aryans are the enemies.
How can it ever think of flirting with the enemy?
UP Assembly elections are coming and hence
this warning. Those who capture UP can cap-
ture Delhi. Ram and Mulayam must sink their
personal differences and fight together to dec-
imate the Aryans and then jump to Delhi. The
Pulphur defeat that Ram suffered must make
him rethink his strategies and tactics.

Aryan drama in Kerala: The change in Kerala

from Congress-led UDF to Communist-led LDF
is just a change in name. The content is the
same. Nayanar, a Shudra Nair, has taken over.
But we are happy that the corrupt Muslim

League leadership is punished and thrown out

of power, the Nazi Karunakaran kicked out.
Third Front experiment, however, failed be-
cause of the superior Aryan strategies by which
they weaned away the Elava Leader Gowriam-
ma.

We don't know when Kerala's Elava slaves,
who form 30% of the State population, will
realise they are slaves. .
Abdul Nasser Madani must now forget vote
politics for some time. (All his 90 candidates
lost their deposit) and concentrate on "cultur-
al revolution" finding a sincere young Elava
leader.

"It is worth sacrificing precious life for the sake of

India's unity and her social integrity. Though we

cannot anticipate what effect it may have upon our
rulers who may not understand its immense impor-
tance for our people, we feei certain that the su-
preme appeal of such self-suffering to the con-
science of our countrymen will not be in vain.’l fer-
vently hope that we will not callously allow such
national tragedy to reach its extreme length. Our
sorrowing hearts will follow your sublime penance
with reverence and love". (Dated 19.9.'32 p.1).
Tagore heaved a sigh of relief on the signing of
Poona Pact as follows: "Compromise seems to have
been achieved, retaining the depressed communi-
ties within the Hindu fold, and frustrating attempts
to create divisions by the separate electorate
award". (p.12 Ibid). R.N.Tagore in his book, Mahat-
ma Gandhi, expresses similar sentiments as *The
dismemberment of a large portion of Hindu society
is certainly fatal to its wholeness, and the reason
shouid not be incomprehensible to other people as
to why Mahatmaiji is voicing the extreme form of pro-
test". (p.41). From this it is clear that Tagore was
essentially a Hindu fascist.

MAO'S EXPERINECE In the very first chapter of
the book, "Beware of Manuwadi Marxists", the au-
thor has questioned and sought the answer to the
role of members of the governing class as leaders
of a movement going against their very class inter-
ests. According to Mao-Tse-tung (Selected Works
vol. IV p.421), the entire history of revolution proves
that without the leadership of working class a revo-
lution fails, and with the leadership of the working
clags a revplution triumphs.3 Doesn't Maos, experi-
ence stand the test of time when applied to Indian
situation? The first part of his analysis show that
the Brahmin intelligentsia, though fit only to be called
“learned men" as per Babasaheb Ambedkar's defi-
nition of intelligentsia (p.39), have vision though lim-
ited to their class interests only. M.N.Roy was the
first Indian to reach Moscow, to steal the recipe for
revolution, and to keep it safe in brahminical hands,
away from the masses who might have benefited
from it. Sagar-manthan (churning of the seas) of
sorts took place in this century and our Bhoodeva-
fas took away the nectar.

Dr.Ambedkar has written?
class struggles raged in pre-Budhist India and Indi-
an society showed the resultant progress in the birth
of Budhism. For oppressed "lower caste" masses
this was the last stage of liberty and freedom in his-
tory. They were thrown back into what author calis
divine slavery following the last class struggle be-
tween Budhism and brahminism with the downfall
of the former. While Europe and England witnessed
bitter class struggles, India laid dormant without
class struggles and thus without history.

Only rights no duties: Feudal class hierarchy of
medieval ages in Europe pales into insignificance
before the god-sanctioned caste hierarchy in the
form of a social pyramid promulgated by Brahmins
and their associated upper castes on the toiling
masses. The author has discussed in detail the per-
manent fixed position of the Brahmin and their as-
sociated castes on the summit of the pyramid with
ali the rights and no duties. The base of the sancti-
fied and strictly observed Indian social system was
reserved for generations after generations to ser-
vile castes with all the duties and no rights. Liberty
and freedom was nowhere to be seen in Hindu
social order as it is seen in Budhism, Islam,
Christianity and Sikhism. The former three reli-
gions, according to Marx quoted by the author, were
great historical turning points, same being true of
Sikhism.
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Opium of masses: If the oft-repeated saying of
Marx "Religion is the opium of masses”, applies
on any religion, it is Sanatan Dharma, which is some
thing much more than just the opium for the servile
toiling "lower" castes. Sikh scriptures and Marx are
one in describing man as the sovereign of nature
and circumstances (p.27). The Hindu religion in
scriptures and practice, as Dr.Ambedkar has writ-
ten, stands for elevation -of Brahmin and degrada-
tion of "lower caste" slaves and Untouchables, de-
sc¢ribed as means to serve the ends reserved fo the
Brahmin. Marx quoted by the author says that un-
der Hinduism, self-developing social state got trans-
formed into never-changing destiny.

History of this land died with the death of
Budhism and the author makes this point clear
while discussing the absence of class strug-
gles in the post-Budhist India for centuries af-
ter centuries. During this period when India was
sleeping Europe and England were undergoing

fierce class struggles.

To repeat, the dead history of India came alive with
the onset of struggle between the oppressed ma-
jotity and the minority brahminical governing upper
caste in this century.

Babasaheb did not trust marxists: Dr.Ambedkar,
as the leader of the exploited depressed Scheduled
and shudra castes at the base of Hindu social pyra-
mid, is seen pitted against the upper caste Brahmin
leaders of all hues joined in holy alliance.

It is a tribute to Dr.Ambedkar's genius that he
did not waste time with contemporary Indian
marxist leaders. Indeed, he never trusted them.
Babasaheb tried a democratic system through con-
stitutionalism despite the fact that India had not ex-
perienced semi-feudal, feudal and semi-capitalist
periods of growth. Baba Saheb attempting a so-
cialistic constitution (p.64-65). Author shows it as
an irresistible desire of the statesman to transform
the Dalit-Bahujan into the governing class. By mak-
ing reservation in political and executive fields, he
tried to bring the "lowest castes" to the level of
castes having monopoly of ownership of means of
production, thereby taking a step towards abolition
of castes, thus proving that reservation on the ba-
sis of caste is a processes of counter reservation
(p.67) in the long run.

Mao endorses Dr.Ambedkar line: The author
quotes Engels 2 (p.57) and Marx? (p.59) to prove
that Babasaheb's approach of constitutionalism was
in accordance with marxism. Indeed Mao endorses

this line not only in theory but in practice as well3.
(Selected Works vol.1 p.290). According to the au-
thor constitutionalism of Babasaheb goes much fur-
ther than hitherto recognized by seeking that an in-
dividual will be an end to himself irrespectivé of the
caste and creed. This being sought in a society
where anti-democratic upper caste brahminical
groups (not individuals) with antique minds and be-
haviour patterns held the entire means of produc-
tion and state authority in their hands. In a society’
where deprivation and degradation of lower castes
had touched the bottom to make these provision was
indeed raising the lowest of the low and thus de-
priving the Brahmin and its associated castes of
slaves, was a revolutionary step and a necessary
step.

Religious conversion: These wretched of the
earth, the portetariat of India, were then shown yet
another faster path: the path of conversion where-
by the multitudes could leave the base of Hindu
social order and join other egalitarian faiths for their
liberation.

Dr.Ambedkar did not only intellectually recognize the
historical-dialectical materialism as applied to pe-
culiar Indian social order but applied it effectively
as when and where the material circumstances gave
him a chance. If the circumstances are tedious it is
only for great men to search the nook and corners
to reach their desired goals.

As V.T.Rajshekar has written "Ambedkarism is
marxism plus- something more" (Karl Marx and
Dr.Ambedkar ,1988 DSA).
