1 - | HAVE NO HOMELAND

Subsequently, Ambedkar went to meet Gandhi on August 14,
1931 at Manibhuvan, at two in the afternoon. A batch of his
lieutenants, Deorao Naik, Shivtarkar, Pradhan, Bhaurao
Gaikwad and Kadrekar accompanied him. When Dr. Ambedkar
was shown in to the third floor, Gandhi was busy talking with
his party men and eating some fruits. The Dactor and his party
bowed to Gandhi and sat on a blanket.

In the characteristic way which Gandhi observed in dealing
with non-Muslim and non-European leaders and
representatives, he did not look at first for a while at Dr.
Ambedkar and kept chatting with Miss Slade and others. Dr.
Ambedkar's men now feared that a little more indifference on
the part of Gandhi, a collision would follow. Just then Gandhi
turned to Ambedkar whom he saw for the first time, and, after
formal question, he switched on to the main topic.

Gandhi: Well, Doctor, what have you to say in the matter?

Ambedkar: You called me to hear your views. Please tell me
what you have to say. Or you may please ask me some
guestions and  shall answer.

Gandhi (with a staring look at Ambedkar): | understand that
you have got some grievances against me and the Congress.
| may tell you that | have been thinking over the problem of
Untouchables ever since my school days —— when you were
not even born. You may perhaps be knowing what enormous
amount of efforts | had put in to incorporate this problem in the
programme of the Congress and make it a plank of the
Congress platform. The Congress leaders opposed it on the
plea that it was a religious and social question and as such it
should not be mixed with political ones. This is not all. The
Congress has spent not less than rupees twenty lakhs on the
uplift of the Untouchables. And it is really surprising that men
like you should offer opposition to me and to the Congress. If
you have to say anything to justify your stand, you are free to
do so.

Ambedkar: Itis true, Mahatmaji, that you started to think about
the problem of Untouchables before | was bomn. All old and
elderly persons always like to emphasize the point of age. Itis
also true that because of you the Congress Party gave

Mahatmas raise only dust
but not level of society

recognition to the problem. But let me tell you frankly that
Congress did nothing beyond giving formal recognition 1o this
problem. You say the Congress spent more than rupees twenty
lakhs on the uplift of the Untouchables. | say it was all waste.
With such a backing | could have effected an astounding
change in the outlook and economic conditions of my people.
And in that event it would have been imperative for you to see
me long before. But | tell you that the Congress is not sincere
about its professions. Had it been sincere, it would have surely
im% the removal of Untouchability a condition, like the wearing
of khaddar, for becoming a member of the Congress. No person
who did not employ Untouchable women or men in his house,
or-rear Up an Untouchable student or take food at home with
an Untouchable student at least once in a week should have
been allowed to be a member of the Congress. Had there been
such a condition, you could have avoided the ridiculous sight
where the President of the District Congress Commitiee was
seen opposing the temple entry of the Untouchables.

You might say that Congress wanted strength and therefore it
was unwise to lay down such a condition. Then my point is
that Congress cares more for strength than for principles. This
is my charge against you and the Congress. You say the British
Government does not show a change of heart. | also say that
the Hindus have not shown a change of heart in regard to our
problem, and so long as they remain adamant we would believe
neither the Congress nor the Hindus. We believe in self-help
and self-respect. We are not prepared to have faith in great
leaders and Mahatmas. Let me be brutally frank about it.
History tells that Mahatmas, like fleeting phantoms, raise
dust, but raise no level. Why should the Congressmen
oppose our movement and dub me a traitor?

Dr: Ambedkar now grew animated. His face flushed and eyes
glowed. He paused for amoment and then continued in a bitter,
indignant tone.

Ambedkar: Gandhiji, | have no homeland.

‘Gandhi (taken aback and cutting him short): You have got a

homeland, and from the reports that have reached me of your
work at the Round Table Conference, | know you are a patriot
of sterling worth. =

Chattisgarh were announced, even the vaidiks were pleasantly
surprised. They had hoped to win only in MP. The unexpected
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victories in Rajasthan and Chattisgarh made
them feel that they must strike while the iron
was hot and go in for early Lok Sabha elections,
notwithstanding the negative intelligence reports.

Role of courts: The BJP’s two top vaidik crooks
decided to launch a massive propaganda exercise
in the print and electronic media (spending at
least Rs.500 crores) about "India shining” under
their rule. The Election Commission, with vaidiks
as two of its three members, very obligingly
delayed the election notification till Feb. 29, 2004
until the BJP propaganda blitz was over. Even
the vaidiks in the apex court did not intervene
effectively to step this misuse of public funds,
and the Delhi High Court did not go beyond
calling for the particulars of the money spent.

The "India shining" media campaign had one
more purpose besides projecting the NDA
Govt. "achievements". This was to entice the
media with the carrot of crores-worth of
advertisements to do the NDA’s bidding. Not

that the print and electronic media, already

dominated by the most corrupt vaidiks and
other upper castes sympathetic to Hindu
nazis needed much enticement. They would
have supported the Brahmana Jati Party in
any case. But caste plus money is a better
motivator than caste alone.

Sonia's foreign origin: The print and electronic
media conspired with the BJP’s two top vaidik
crooks to publish false stories endorsing the
govt.’s claim that "India was shining", about how
there was a "Feel good factor" pervading the
country, how India’s "standing in the world had
gone up”, how the country was poised to become
a super power with a possible permanent
membership on the UN Security Council, how

the NDA Govt. had implemented various reforms

and the economy was soaring, how India had
become the favoured destination for IT and BPO
companies from the USA, how Vajpayee was the
tallest and the most popular leader in the
country, how ‘brand Atal’ was the NDA's strong
point, how NDA’s victory was a foregone
conclusion, how Congress was in shambles and
was going to be decimated in the elections, how
the BJP was worried about the absence of an
effective Opposition in the future, and so on.

While giving the maximum media coverage to

Vajpayee, the media gave lesser coverage to Sonia
Gandhi than that given to even lesser BJP
leaders. The Indian Express carried at least 20

“articles on Sonia’s "foreign origin" by the vaidik-

chartered accountant, Gurumurthy, and flogged
this dead horse over and over again. Only the
Hindu maintained some kind of objectivity in its
coverage of the elections. The US, UK and the
zionists also came to the aid of vaidiks by
carrying prominent articles on Vajpayee and
BJP’s "certain victory" in the Newsweek and the
Economist and other prominent foreign journals.
Vaidiles also circulated a spate of emails on the
Internet containing a number of cock-and-bull
stories about how India was shining under the
BJP rule.

Vajpayee son-in-law: Noam Chomsky has
repeatedly stressed that the extent of media

-

freedom in.a country should be judged not by

the issues they discuss but by the issues that
the media doesn’t discuss. There was
absolutely no discussion in our "national" toilet4
papers about the fact that Vajpayee was too old
and physically unfit to rule, that the same
Vajpayee had been branded doleful and
incompetent by the Time magazine just 2 years
ago; that his tenure had witnessed a spate of
scandals and scams including the notorious
Tehelka and Judev episodes, the UTI scam, and
the several -allegations of corruption against
Vajpayee’s son-in-law, Ranjan Bhattacharya,
that undue favouritism was shown to Reliance
and Hindujas leading to the joke that NDA was
RH positive, that it was during Vajpayee’s tenure
that the nation’s parliament itself was attacked

by terrorists. - I

Muslim massacre: He allowed India’s foreign

'policy to be compromised and its neutrality to

be diluted by leaning too much towards the USA
and Israel, that the so-called peace initiative with

‘Pakistan was undertaken under US pressure,

that Vajpayee did not raise his finger when the
genocide: of over 2,000 Muslims_was being
committed in Gujarat by Hindu nazis, that the
POTA was misused to imprison innocent people,
including children, the minorities, the editor of

a leading Tamil journal, and the leader of his

own coalition partner (MDMK), Vaiko, that his

‘government’s attempts to introduce VAT and CAS i
were disasters, that his govt. could not boast of
.a single solid achievement except for the Golden

Quadrilateral which was, in fact conceived,
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planned and funded during the previous United
Front govt. and had become identified during
Vajpayee's time with the ghastly murder of the
whistle-blower Satyendra Dubey, that the
country’s education system had been saffronised,
Jits history distorted, and its educational
institutions mauled by the arch-vaidik Murali
Manohar Joshi, and that, far from ‘shining’, the
quality of life in India was worse than that in
Botswana and the occupied territories of
Palestine, according to the latest UNDP Human
Development Report.

Cooked up pinion polls & exit polls: All the
pro-vaidik print media — such as the Indian
Express, Times of India, Hindustan Times, India
Today and Outlook’, and TV channels such as
NDTV, Aaj Tak, Headlines TV and Star TV—
shamelessly: carried out bogus opinion polls and
exit polls showing the NDA as the clear winner
likely to win about 280-330 seats in the election.
The pro-vaidik bias was glaringly evident in the
#kind of statements made and questions put.
Even in TN and AP, where a rout of the AIADMK
and TDP was overtly manifest, the bogus opinion
polls and exit polls painted a picture as if the
NDA would do reasonably well. The Outlook even
predicted that TDP would be returned to power
in AP with 163 seats.
As the elections drew nearer, India's Brahminical
media tried to slightly reduce the margin of the
NDA victory so as to retain a semblance of
credibility, which they knew they would lose
when the results came out. But till the very end,
India Today and Outlook said that the NDA would
Jorm the next govt. NDTV maintained that the
NDA would get between 230-260 seats, Agj Tak
stated that the NDA would get 248 seats, Star
TV said that the NDA would get close to 272
seats, and so on. Series of bluffs.

"Educated" idiots: [n this way, the vaidiks tried
to spin a web of illusion by which everyone would
join the NDA-bandwagon and vote their party
back to power. They knew fully well that most
human beings were gullible and would believe
without thinking. Their strategy did work to an
extent as many "educated” people, who believe
what they want to believe, were genuinely-fooled
jinto thinking that NDA’s win was as certain as
day following night. It was left to the so-called

uneducated masses who were uncontaminated-

by this Brahminical poison to ﬁmmoﬁ the vaidiks
a lesson that Abraham Lincoln had taught over

a century ago:
You can fool some people all the time, and all
the people some time, but you can't fool all the
‘people all the time.
Every vaidik media prediction proved totally false.
The vaidikks may tend to pass these off as
mistakes when in fact the opinion poll and exit
poll data and the results were deliberately
fabricated to make the NDA appear as the
undoubted winner. Genuine mistakes can be
forgiven, cooking up data and results cannot.

Vaidik election commission: The collusion of
the vaidilk-dominated Election Commission with
the BJP has been perhaps the most despicable
feature of this election (CEC Krishnamurthy is

-an lyer and Gopalaswamy is an lyengar and

Tandon a Kayasth). Apart from deliberately
delaying the election notification till the BJP’s
"India Shining" propaganda campaign was
completed, the EC deliberately scheduled
elections in states or regions where BJP or its
allies were weak (such as TN, Kerala, Bengal,
‘Haryana, Delhi, HP, Uttaranchal, Western UP

....nﬁo.u for the fourth and final phase of elections
on May 10, 2004, and scheduled elections in

states and regions where the BJP was thought
to be relatively stronger in the previous 3 phases.
This was done in the hope that positive exit poll
results from the earlier phases of elections would
influence the voters in BJP’s favour in the final
round.

The EC need not have tarnished its credibility in
this manner because even if it had advanced the
4th phase elections to the first phase, the vaidilkc-
spin: doctors in the print and electronic media
would have still come up with favourable results
for the BJP in the opinion polls and exit polls.
The EC should also have ordered that, while exit
polls may be conducted, their results should be
released only after the final phase of polling was
over — as done in earlier elections. :

Lucknow saree show: The EC was quick to

countermand the Chapra election involving Laloo
Prasad Yadav where there was some violence and
booth capturing by both the 'BJP and RJD
supporters when a mere repoll in the concerned
booths was enough. But it took no action against
the far more serious incident of deaths of 22
women in a stampede during a free saree
distribution by the BJP in Vajpayee’s own
constituency. If any .election deserved to be
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countermanded it was the Lucknow election
because bribing voters under the guise of a
birthday function was a clear violation of the
election law. But it is too much to expect the
vaidilk-dominated EC to let down their jatwala
hero.

Conclusion: As we look back, we cannot help
feeling that perhaps we should be thankful that
the vast majority of people in this country do
not read the toilet papers and see TV. We should
be thankful that BJP vaidiks and their
supporters (in the media, the Election
Commission and elsewhere) have so badly
exposed themselves as to make even the most
gullible Bahujans understand the crookedness
of the vaidiks. We should also be happy that the

opinion polls and exit polls were so spectacularly
wrong because the people will never again believe
the results of any opinion poll or exit poll in future
elections. .

Anti-vaidik wave: The anti-Brahmin sentiment
which scemed to be in danger of waning has beenjg
given a new fillip in several parts of the country.
Although the Congress is the original
Brahminical party of India, we are hopetful that
under Sonia Gandhi's leadership it will turn over
a new leaf and consign the vaidik crooks to the
dustbin of history. When the history of India’s
non-Brahmin movement is written the failed
election campaign of the vaidik forces for the 14th
Lok Sabha will be remembered for heralding the
beginning of the end of vaidik rule. g

Did the World Trade Centre towers undergo a
deliberate "power-down" on the weekend prior to the
9-11 terrorist attacks? According to Scott Forbes, a
senior database administrator for Fiduciary Trust, Inc.,
a high-net investment bank later acquired by Franklin
Templeton, this is precisely what took place. Forbes,
who was hired by Fiduciary in 1999 and is now
stationed at a UK branch office, was working on the
weekend (Sept. 8-9, 2001) said that his company was
given 3-week notice that the New York Port Authority
would shut down power in the South Tower from the
48th floor up to perform a cabling upgrade to increase

»the WTC's computer bandwidth.

Such a "power-down" had never been initiated prior
to this occasion.

This process began early
Saturday morning (Sept.8) and continued until mid-

(4) Ann Tatlock, CEO of Fiduciary and now a board
member of Frankiin Templeton, had just arrived at a
conference hosted by Warren Buffet at the Offutt Air
Force Base (home of the US Strategic Command
Headquarters in Omaha, Nebraska) when the 9-11

“attacks took place. Coincidentally, later that day

President Bush flew. into this very same base for
‘security reasons. Even more chilling are the Offutt AFB
ties to the ClA's MK ultra experiments, project
monarch, the Franklin cover-up and the diabolical
practices of Michael Aquino.

they have come up through strengthening their “caste
identity". The fact is that they have come up through

their own individual merit and they are sufferers
wherever they go. The ruling elite in India — Brahmin,
Rajput, Bhumihar, Kayasths — are ever conscious of
the Kurmi caste consolidation. Kurmis are identified,

marked and always sidetracked whenever an opportunity
comes for their promotion — be it military, civil, police
or any other service. Shivaji and Sardar Patel are two
best examples of such burning hatred of the upper castes
in India. Shivaji was made a king but after a. great
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humiliation. His Kayastha secretary, Balaji Avaji,
produced a false pedigree to show him as a descendent
of some Rajput ruling prince in Rajasthan. It is true the
earlier Kurmi Sabha of Awadh included the Patidars,
Kapus, Vokkaligas, Reddys, Naidus and Marathas in their
fold. This identity was brought about not because the so
many variations of Indian Kurmis had any written history
but because a large number of European scholars had
brought about this identity after a long research.
Important authors were Rev. Fr. M.A. Sherring, W.
Crooke, Carnegy, H.H. Risley, R.V. Russel, E.T. Dalton
and Hunter. The All-India Kurmi Sabha was presided
over by B. Nagappa, Bar-at-law, a Vokkaliga Kurmi of
Bangalore (1909), Sardar Vitthalbhai Patel wav

Srimat Sampatrao Gaikwad (1915), Sadashivrao Khase
Saheb Pawar (1918), Col.-Shahu Maharaj of Kolhapur
(1919), Srimat Maharaja Sri Tukoji Rao Pawar (1924),
Srimat Jagedorao Pawar of Dewas (1927 and 1933), Bal
Shouri Reddy, Editor, Chandamama (1976). In spite of
all this D. Ibbeston (author of Bombay castes) writes
that in the order of rank the Marathas are a very inferior
— just a degree above those castes which are considered
absolutely unclean. The Kurmis. whatever may be their
origin, are a pig-rearing caste. They still rear pigs in
Chotanagpur and Punjab. The entire North-Easter area
of UP is known as Sukarkhat. William Crooke has noted
that a young pig was always sacrificed at the alter of
their family deity. The national emblem of the great
Vijayanagarempire was a boar. Two SC castes are allied
to this widespread Kurmi caste. They are Dusadhs and
Mushars. But these two "low castes" had their own
kingdom in Motihar and Purnea districts of Bihar. There
is no SC or ST caste in India which was not an
independent ruling tribe in some corner of India. Political
upheavals have changed the shape of this country and
its social structure many times. Apart from the earliest
Aryan invasion a large number of foreign tribes (Saka,

Scythians, Huns, Jats and Gujjars) have entered India
and all of them were included in the Hindu fold but the
priestly job was retained by the earliest Aryan priests
known as Brahmins. "Caste identity" need not be taught
to the Indians. Théy vote only for their caste man. But
no caste in India is able to elect a leader on its own
strength. I shall not be surprised if the Kurmis lose all
their seats in the coming elections and the Samata Party
of Nitish Kumar vanishes. BJP is not going to shed any
tears on the demise of the Samata Party. Its purpose was
to weaken Laloo Prasad Yadav. There is no reason why
Laloo should not claim- a better share, when the
population of Yadavas in Bihar is three times that of a
Kurmi and his castemen are united while the Kurmis are

no where a united people in India. The Maratha
Confederacy was moﬁsom on the unity of the three castes
— Kurmi (Kunbi), Goala and Shepherd. When Scindia,

Holker and Gaikwad separated - they lost all the battles

agdinst the British. No caste in India (not even the
Brahmins) belong to a single race or tribe. Mixture of
blood has taken place in India — right from the Vedic
age. The first inter-racial marriage took place between
Asura Raj Yayati and Devyani (a Brahmin girl). There
was a time when a Brahman could become Kshatriya
and.vice versa. It may be good to think that Kurmis and
Marathas are one class of people but the fact is otherwise..
Since your report has highlighted the Goala-Kurmi divide
issue only, putting the blame on Laloo Yadav I find it
necessary to tell him that the Kurmis and Goalas are one
class of people derived from the same family of Asura
Raj Yayati —the Yadavas from Yadu and the Kurmis
from Puru or Kuru and that they had social relations too.

Wcsg the mother of Pandavas, was a Yadava girl. The
grandson of Duryodhan was married in the family of
Krishna. After the Mahabharata and the coming of the
Muslims many other tribes had entered India and they
were all absorbed in the Hindu fold. DV readers and

“writers do not study and come out with some fantastic

theories about the Indian caste and the so-called Vedic
or Hindu religion. Debate about Vipassana is one such
point. Many of the caste names go by the profession that
they follow — but it does not mean that all the persons
following that profession belong to a single race or tribe
and that is why there are so many subcastes within a
caste. This applies to the main arrogant caste — the
Brahmin as well. Our talk of SC/ST/BC/minority union
is baseless. "Caste identity" is there but there is a new
trend in the 2004 elections. One Naidu is in BJP but
another is running his TDP party. Both are anti-Congress,
and therefore, they have joined hands. The state is called
Andhra. The Andhras were a ruling tribe. No one calls
himself a man belonging to Andhra caste or tribe. Ahirs
were not Goalas - but they have merged in the Goala

caste in the 5th century AD. The whole world knows

that India was invaded by many foreign tribes —Saka,
Scythians, Huns, etc. Does m:v&o.av\ in India call himself
Saka or Scythian? They are all Hindu today. Though
history was not my. subject of study, I came know it
through the study of the Indian caste. I have found that
the. lowest of the low in India (say the pig-rearing
Mushars) were once an independent ruling tribe. The
Nagas and other tribes of N-E India have retained their

identity in spite of the fact that many of them have

embraced Christianity. Christianity gave them the first
stimulus to live a dignified life in South India. Shiva
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Dharma of Maharashtra is now the only hope. I belong
to it. They have only to follow in the foot steps of a great
man like Mahatma Phuley, Shahu Maharaj and Dr.
Ambedkar. Sant Tukaram was their saint, in no degree
less than any other saint in India or elsewhere. Shivaji
was not anti-Muslim. The Muslim saint whom he revered
was Baba Yakut. I shall not be surprised if Nitish Kumar
loses from both the, seats and BJP is not going to shed
any tears for his defeat.

Madani gets bail

Kochi: The Enrakulam Additional Chief Judicial
Magistrate, P. Muraleedharan, on May 2 granted bail
to the People's Democratic Party (PDP) chief Abdul
Nasir Madany in as many as 19 cases registered
against him in various parts of the state under section
153-A of the Indian Penal Code (promoting enmity
between different groups on grounds of religion, race,
etc.) and under provisions of the Arms Act, Explosives
Acts and Unlawful Activities Prevention Act.

The Magistrate ordered that the PDP chief be released
on bail on his executing a bond of Rs. 10,000 with
two solvent sureties in each case. The court directed
the PDP chief to appear before the court and take
bail within seven days from his release from the
Coimbatore jail where he is lodged in connection with
the Coimbatore serial blasts case.

The physical presence of the accused could not be
secured because of the order passed by the TN Govt.
detaining him in the Coimbatore prison under Sec.268
of Cr PC.

All the cases had been transferred to the magistrate
court on a direction from the High Court. The PDP
chief, who has been in jail for six years, said in his

bailpetition that the trial in the blasts case had reached
the final stages. In fact, he had filed a bail petition

before the Madras High-Court and was confident of
getting bail in the case.

Why malign Vipassana?

There are three short articles relating to Vipassanain
the DV of April 1, 2004. Either there is a misconception
born of ignorance about Vipassana or a calcuiated
move to malign it. This is an attempt to clarify the facts
vis-a-vis the allegations levelled against Vipassana
and S.N. Goenka.

Goenka was born in Myanmar (Burma), lived there as
a successful businessman and came to India as late
as 1969 at the age of 45 to preach and propagate
Vipassana at the behest of his guru, Sayagyi u Ba Khin.
