Dr. Moonje
made a pact with M.C. Rajah on the basis of reserved seats
and joint electorates. Rajah submitted to the British Premier
his memorandum telegraphically giving details of his pact with
Dr. Moonje. This pact put Dr. Ambedkar in a awkward position.
It may be recalled that it was Rajah who had cabled to Dr.
Ambedkar and supported his demand for Separate Electorates,
saying that Gandhi evidently did not know their woes, and
therefore he had tried to force Joint Electorates down the
unwilling throats of the Depressed classes. Originally, the Rajah
Party stood for Joint Electorates with reserved seats. But he
changed sides. Rajah was the only Depressed Class Member
in the Central Assembly, and he was not invited to the Round
Table Conference. Perhaps grieved at this omission from the
Round ‘Table Conference, or greatly perturbed by Gandhi's
professed claim to represent the Depressed Classes, he had
dropped the idea of Joint Electorates and insisted on Separate
Electorates. And now he reverted to the original demand.”

India heading towards utter chaos,
break down of law & order: Total
heglect of human development

M:&m_m overfed rulers want to run away from the "Wretched
of the Earth" in their near-empty luxury coach but the
starving masses have punctured its tyres and the coach is
stranded. The rulers are furious, fretting and fuming. What
can they do? They are stuck. Their excursion spoiled.

This is the sordid picture of India today as we read the just
released United Nations Human Development Report-2005
(HDR) which our "national" toilet papers hardly noticed
because the report spoke about the "Wretched". The papers
did not like to publish such stories of tears and sorrow and
make the life of their readers miserable.

Only humans can take interest in human development. HDR
is of no interest to them because the country's 15% ruling
upper castes never had it so good.

Eternal pursuit of pleasure: They are interested in stock
markets, sports, cinema, sex, eating, drinking, entertainment,
holidaying with somebody else's wife — leading a life of eternal
pursuit of pleasure and endless leisure.

That is how the United Nations Development Programme's
(UNDP) annual report on India released in Delhi on Sept.8,
2005 did not get front page attention.

The report reveals the shocking fact that India's rulers did
not take interest in developing its human beings. They
developed everything else other than humans. Does it not prove
that India's rulers are not human, if not anti-human? Is the
capitalist-roader Manmohan Singh listening? He hardly knows
anything about "human development".

‘While China has galloped thousands of miles ahead of us

and as become a developed country long back, India is
stagnating. Why? Because China invested in its humans
but India's rulers invested in IT which made the rich (read
upper castes) richer. Education, women and child care,
sanitation, hospitals, agriculture are all totally neglected.

India is the world's second largest country in population. Had
we invested in our humans, we could have surpassed China.
But how can anti-human rulers think of human beings?

Even a much poorer country like Bangladesh is ahead of us
in human development. says the Report. Our rank is stuck at
127 out of the world's 177 countries surveyed. China is 85th.
Even Lanka is ahead of us (85). What a shame?

Bangalore is packed with Dalits and Backward Castes pouring
from Orissa, UP, Bihar, Rajasthan where they don't get even
one meal day. All the North Indian states are stagnating —
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malnutrition, disease, child marriage, anti-
woman practices. The Hindu heartland is
stinking.

But our Yuppies are not interested in "human
development”. They want luxury cars and to drive
it in style they need smooth roads. Pursuit of
endless pleasure. And our govt. is catering to
only this section.

Every arm of the state — legislature, judiciary,
executive is working overtime to keep the Yuppies
eternally happy. Media is leading their campaign
for more pleasure, endless leisure.

Cities are dying: But the "Wretched of the earth”,
have silently put a brake on the Yuppy merry-
go-round. The high-speed luxury coach in which
the rulers want to rush to their pleasure spots is
stuck. The tyre is punctured.

Nothing is moving in India. Everything is at a
standstill.

As long as such anti-humans continue to be
the rulers of India how can there be human
development?

You can take it from us: the existing chaos,
confusion, violence, unrest, robbery, murders,
terrorism, dacoity, security risk, traffic accidents,
risk to :E and property, crippling strikes and
bandh, stinking corruption, traffic jam, a total
break down of law and order will be the order of
the day. Anarchy.The total revolt of the neglected
under-class will increase.

Already, no govt. — either the Central or the
States — is able to govern. Rural areas of India
are utterly neglected. The villagers are rushing
to cities in search of job. Cities as abode of upper
castes are collapsing under the weight of influx
of population. Some cities are already dead.
Other cities are dying. Yet our rulers are not
hearing the alarm bells. They are deaf and
blind.

Alarmist, extremist views: Take our warning:
there will be no peace — until the micro-minority
rulers léarn to be human.

Will they? Will the wolf learn to love the lamb?
Since this can never happen, India should be
ready for a civil war.

We may be charged with being alarmist. We may
be dubbed extremist. Yes. We are prepared to
accept the charge. But members of the ruling
class living in different cities of India, are they
not voicing the same complaints daily? How does

it become "alarmist" and "extremist" only when
we repeat it? We are aware of the rulers double-
standards.

It is this miero-minority rulers who have pushed
the Indian society to the brink — not the peace-
loving slaves of India. It is the rulers who always
have hundred and one complaints. The slaves
have none. They are satisfied if they get one meal
a day. They silently do all the dirty work of the
society and yet at end of the day it is they who
get the abuse.

Great divide: The ruling class does not realise
that it is in a terrible mess. Their family values
have collapsed. Divorces too many. Property
disputes have divided families.

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Brahmins using their women
to fight Bahujans

When the first Lok Sabha was formed it had 369
Brahmin MPs out of 540. This was attributed to Brahmin
Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru who had giveri 60%
tickets to Brahmins of which 56% were elected. Today
in the 11th Lok Sabha, the Brahmin strength is reduced
to mere 69.

This is seriously worrying the BSO which conducted
many secret meetings to combat the situation and
regain its old glory. After prolonged discussions they
arrived at the "Women Reservation Bill".

Since then BSO is pressing hard to pass the 33%
women reservation Bill. They are criticizing caste-wise
proportionate reservation.

This BSO move must be fought because it is a danger
to Bahujans. BSO has literally failed to capture Delhi.
Hence they intend to use their women to fight us.
Women Reservation Bill is a BSO conspiracy.

Hindu Code Biil: If the 33% Women Reservation Bill
is passed, then out of 100 men about 30 women will
become MPs. Out of the 540 MPs 160 will be Brahmin
women and only 15-16 non-Brahmin women. That
means the Bahujan welfare plans will be thrown to dust
bin. in the first LS the Brahmin strength was 369. That

is how 59\ could oppose the Hindu Code Bill of Dr.
Ambedkar. The Brahmins then had used their women
to take out procession against this Bill. The women
knew the Bill was in their favour. Dr. Ambedkar had
then asked the Brahmin women delegation:

Why are you opposing this Bill, although it is in your

(women's) favour? They replied, if we don't-oppose

it, then our men will torture us like anything. So in

fear we are opposing this Bill. This is being done at

the behest of our men.
Dalit liberation war: History is repeating now. The BSO
men are waging a proxy war on us using their women.
To becoming the Commander-in-Chief of the Peshwa
army, Bapu Gokhale, a Brahmin, had offered his teen-
aged daughter to king Bajirao Peshwa. But the brave
Mahar soldiers, a mere 500, had done Waterloo of Nazi
Peshwa at Bhima-Koregaon war on 1/1/1818 although
the Peshwa army was well equipped with 25,000 men

Many of our brothers have expressed their anger over
the recent heinous incidents of Dalit atrocities like the
Gohana (Haryana). Rightly so. Some have questioned
the Dalit-Bahujan unity which many of our people are
relentlessly striving for.

All of us must condemn the perpetrators of these
atrocities and make ourselves better prepared for self-
defense in future. But while doing so, let us not be
hasty in passing judgements on the efforts for unity
between Dalits and the Backward Castes. One Dalit
leader said such an unity was very artificial and was
like mixing oil with water.

While we say that Dalit-BC unity is artificial and that
we as Dalits must have our own agenda, different from
that of our BC brothers, we make some unrealistic
assumptions. The first assumption that we make is
that Dalits are a homogenous group of people having
common ideals, common objectives and common
problems. Is this assumption true?

Dalits not one caste: The ground reality is that there
is as large a difference between one Dalit caste and
the other Dalit caste as there is between one Dalit
caste and the other BC caste. So, then isn't a unity
among Dalits itself artificial? Neither a unity between
different Dalit castes nor between Dalit and BC castes
is artificial. Both type of unity are very, very natural.

By and large, Dalit-BCs form a group of indigenous
people who have been oppressed and
discriminated upon by our common oppressor —
the dominant alien Brahmin, Bania ruling castes
since last 5,000 years and still continue to do so.
This makes unity among them natural.

The realization among the BCs about their identityless
existence is still in a nascent stage. They have just
_begun to realize the age-old evil designs of Brahmins.
It will take some time for the BC leadership to carry
their message to the BC masses.

Contradictions within BCs: Also there are many
contradictions and a variety of competitive interests
among BCs themselves just as it exists among any
two dominant SC castes in many states. So, let us
not blame all the BC brothers for the unpardonable
crime done by some goons.

As per my experience some of the BC castes are

much larger participants in the Phule-Ambedkarite
struggle than some of the Dalit castes.

Take the example of a majority of Chamars in
Maharashtra (my salutes to the exceptions among
them) who have always been looking at Budhists as
their adversaries and have been associates of our ali-
time enemy Brahminical forces. They have been in
forefront for enjoying all the benefits that the Phule-
Ambedkarite struggle has yielded.

But what is their contribution to the struggle? They
have been the biggest free riders of all time. On the
contrary we find many BC thinkers and numerous BC
activists who are marching ahead with us in our fight
against Brahminism. So, whom do we consider as our
friends, those free rider Dalit castes who feel
themselves blessed in the company of our enemy or
those BC castes who are increasingly participating
and contributing in our struggle?

Let us ponder a while and do the reality check before
drawing any haste conclusions. LS

(Dalit Voice
Dec.1, 2004).
Budhists, rather neo-Budhists,
have a long list of complaints and
expectations of their own.
Converted to the new faith, Budha
Dhamma, under the powerful
influence of Babasaheb, the
erstwhile Untouchables feel
disheartened and angry to see that
the rest of their brethren are still
stuck up in the mire of Brahminic
mumb jumbo. They are sore
especially with those ‘leaders/

people who swear by the name of
Babasaheb Ambedkar day in and
day out in their public capacity, but
at home they pursue and practise
the same old Hindu or Sikh way of
lite as usual. That according to
them is a sheer hypocrisy.

After thorough study and
examination Babasaheb had
rejected/discarded Hinduism and
other faiths and cults akin to it, lock,
stock and barrel.

The non-Brahmins have
effaced the memory of Jyotibha
Phule completely. Not only that
but that class has shamelessly
betrayed his philosophy.
(Quoted in Kuber 1987, p.119).

ONLY BABASAHEB PASSES
ALL TESTS

According to Dr. Ambedkar the
non-Brahmin leaders failed to
germicide the virus of caste among
themselves, rather many of them
tried -to emulate Brahmins and
failed to abandon Brahminical
practices. (Ronki Ram — From
Sarvitude to Assertion: Ambedkar's
Subaltern Approach). The SCs, by
and large hold Jyotibha Phule in
high esteem but what about his
followers and movement slipping
back into the same Brahminic
grooves?

Here, we have to be extra
cautious in idealizing the real i.e.
choosing the real ideal to follow.
Without the precision and
clarity, we would again be
risking ourselves to fall into the
same trap from which we have
been struggling hard to extricate
ourselves.

There is no harm in eulogizing the
role of those engaged in the
service of mankind or weaker kind
but the idealization must be kept
in reasonable limits. In the present
phase of Dalit consciousness,
thanks to the revolutionary thrust
given to the movement by
Babasaheb we have become
familiar with so many other, hither
to unknown, Dalit heroes who at
one time or the other in the history
of India espoused and fought for
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the Dalit rights. Their fight at social
or spiritual level against the
exploitative system did create
¥ impact on the society but not to the
extent as was envisioned and
aspired for by the greatmen in
point. The nauseating sight of
utensils hung outside the halwaiys
shops separately meant for low
caste, Chuhras and Chamars uptill
1947 or to be precise uptill 1950
proves fact that mere singing the
praises of Hindu gods by some
saints or attacks by social
reformers without full and proper
equipment needed to meet the foe
utterly failed to bring any relief to
the castes/communities under the
curse of varn-vyvastha.

It was Dr. Ambedkar alone,
sufficiently equipped with a
superb armoury of weapons,
who could successfully break
and shatter the Brahminical
Chakarviyu, the veritable
chamber of horrors.

With a wonderful range of
knowledge of law, economics,

The
categorical pronouncement of
Babasaheb leaves no scope,
whatsoever for any confusion on
this’subject. The early the lingering
confusion is removed, the better it
‘would be for the society in general
and Dalits in particular.

The dark and ugly demon of reservation has been

looming over the future of our sons and we see no hope

of its end — it is now here to m:d\ to wobble our

existence.
This pithy line sums up the frustration of privileged
Indians and they often vent it in the forms of protest
rallies or letters to the Editor with headlines like: "When
will reservation end?" or "revoke reservation” or "scrap
reservation". The privileged upper castes hate
reservations. The industrial heavyweights like the
Confederation of Indian Industry (CII), Federation of
Indian Chambers of Commerce & Industry (FICCI), and
Associated Chambers of Commerce and Industry of India
(ASSOCHAM) are all against reservations. All men and
women are created equal, yet everywhere one finds some
are more equal than the other. We have mastered the
technique to take refuge in meritocracy-of-convenience
which is time and again being used as a mother of all
industrial invention to avoid social responsibilities. The
messengers of meritocracy under Eo‘m:;o of self-
proclaimed meritocracy-for-betterment brazenly chide
the underprivileged (mostly the victims of the caste-
based-structured Hindu Social Order) at every step, by
their oft-repeated theory "survival of the fittest” without
giving any heed to the fact that whether that so-called
fittest is good for the society as a whole or not. The
moment Indian society turned into a caste-based-
structured Hindu social order, its civilization decayed
and it became easy prey to invaders. Al-Buruni, the gifted
11th century scholar employed in the court of Mahmud
of Ghazni, wrote: i

The Hindus believe that there is no country but theirs,

no nation like theirs, no religion like theirs, no science

like theirs, no kings like theirs. They are haughty.

foolishly vain, self-conceited and stolid. If they traveled

and mixed with other nations they would soon change

their mind for their ancestors were not so parrow

minded as the present generation is.
The English conquered India with the help of the Indians
only —the Madras Regiments against the Marathas and
Bengalis; Madrasi and Bihari regiments against the Sikhs
and Punjabi Mussalman against the mutineers. Without
the Indian co-operation such a small body of men could
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not have administered so vast a country inhabited by so
diverse a people. They divided Indians, they divided us
on things like "Hindu water” and "Muslim water” or
Hindu university and Muslim university etc. We Indians
had never been a nation: we were divided by our religion,
race, caste and languages. The masses of our people
were indifferent, frequently hostile to the upper castes
who monopolized the leadership; our princes owed

loyalty only to themselves and very often more eagerto

see the downfall of their rivals than forwarding their own
interest. The British did not divide a united India. They
united a divided India. But unfortunately we in our action
and choice remained a country of divided people. We
made the tragic welcome posture in which a colonial
power stepped in. So, if the question arises who is guilty
for all this or the long spells of slavery? Is it, perhaps the
social setting of caste-biased-structured-Hindu-social-
order? The question is how only the upper castes have
been enjoying the fruits of the toils of the "freedom
struggle” equally waged by Indian masses. The many
invaders who ruled this country must have thanked the
upper caste attitude of ever-hostility towards the lower
castes that might have made their task much easier. It is
really difficult to understand why a country ruled by so
many foreign invaders, did not spark a feeling or act for
change in their own life-style or the more socio-economic
gains? Were those millions of underprivileged sons of
the mother India socially-configured only to be get
oppressed by the rulers of the respective times or was it
because of the social settings of the Hindu caste-based
society structure that only allows the protections to a
very few? During the foreign invasions they were
subjected to brutal and blind force; afterwards to laws
which had the same force but only disguised. The RSS
is happy with its ideological circle of "national
culturalism" of varying degrees of internal contradictions.
The CPM follows economic policies that projects
themselves as messiahs of poor but it is designed to keep
as many Indians in poverty for as long as possible. The
Congress which tasted the power more than any other
party and once was at the helm of the affairs of India's
“freedom struggle" does nothing more than indulging
itself into communal or what in short called as politics
of appeasement. The Indian bureaucracy makes
"development” plan by which they make their own
development. No proper utilization of funds and the
public distribution system is at its worst. Industrialists
and contractors with the support of politicians are busy
supplying substandard products to the govt-run
organizations and infrastructure development projects.

We remember our frequent visits fo
Kerala bout 15 yeas back, It was all af the
nstonce of Prabhakaran, In Kerola, Dalits used
fo then aamit that it was Probhakaran who
gave rthe infellectual input fo lounch the Dalit
movemenr in Kerala, But as the movemenrt
grew with the launch of Malayalam Dalif Voice,
many Dalit leaders were groomed.

Anil Rangari, Bharati Apartment, Gurunanak Nagar,
Durg - 491 001: This concerns the Debate on socio-
cultural revolution vs. politicl revolution. I agree with
your comment that the struggle for political power has
to go hand-in-hand with socio-cultural movement (DV
Dec.1, 2004 p.23-27). I want to cite few thoughts of Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar to clear some doubts. Babasaheb
said:
Political power is the key to all social progress and the
Scheduled Castes can achieve their salvation if they
captured this power by organizing themselves into a third
party and holding the balance of power between the rival
political parties. (Thus Spake Ambedkar, Vol.1, p.81).

He also said that :

We must resolve that in the free India of the future, we
will be a ruling race... Unless we had the political power
in our hands we would have no hope to bring about
the desire improvement in the condition of the poverty-
stricken people (p. 77).
The above words prove that we must seize political power
but to seize it he wanted us to first bring socio-cultural
revolution. He said:

I think it necessary here to discuss what should be given
priority, economic progress or conversion. I do not agree
with the view that economic progress should precede
conversion. This question whether the religious
conversion should precede economic progress or
economic progress should precede religious conversion
are to my mind as worthless as the question of political
reform versus social reform. Various methods are
necessary for the development and progress of society.
Each of these methods has its own importance. No
definite seriations can be applied for the use of these
methods. If, however, anybody insists on such seriations
with regard to conversion and economic reform, I will
place the former as the first. (Ibid Vo.4, p. 54).
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Why social reform first? Babasaheb wrote two chapters
in his book. Annihilation of Castes, where he said:
History bears out the proposition that political
revolution have always been preceded by social and
religious revolutions... If the source of power and
dominion is at any given time or in any given society
social and religious then social reform and religious
reform must be accepted as the necessary sort of
reform. (Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, W&S, Vol.1, p.43-45).
Most of the Bahujan politicians do not know the real
meaning of ruling-race. Go and write on your walls that
our final goal is to become ruling race, said Babasaheb.
What does it mean? It means to become the ruling race
we must have at least four powers: (1) political power,
(2) administrative power (higher bureaucracy), (3)
judicial power and (4) media power. We have none but
Dalit-Bahujan workers/leaders rushing towards "political
power" forgetting other powers which control the
political power. The Congress committed the political
murder of RPI and each part of the broken RPI has
committed political suicide. The Budhist Society of India
under the chairmanship of Meera Tai Ambedkar has also
committed suicide. Now, look at BSP. It is the political
party of Dalit-Bahujans but most of its workers/leaders
are anti-Ambedkarite in thought and action. This is the
drawback of BSP. That is why BSP does not work for
socio-cultural and religious revolution. They must listen
to Babasaheb's warning:
They know full well that if the Hindu Social Order is
to fall to the ground, it can happen only under two
conditions. Firstly, the social order must be subjected
to constant fire. Secondly, they can't subject it to
constant fire unless they are independent of the Hindus
in thought and in action.
Lalu Prasad's and Mulayam Singh's movement may be
anti-Congress-BJP but they are gandhiwadi and
Hindutvwadi. so it is also brahmanwadi and anti-
Ambedkarite. Nobody can hope from them socio-cultural
and religious revolution. Without collective and planned
struggle of well-organised, committed and intellectual
workers no movement can succeed. The lack of
collective, dedicated and selfless workers/leaders is the
root cause for defeat of any movement. Corrupted, co-
opted and anti-Ambedkarite Dalit-Bahujan workers/
leaders are a curse on any Bahujan movement. When
we do not start and run simply libraries to supply
Ambedkarite literature to our people how can we think
socio-cultural and religious revolution?

President, Jawaharlal Nehru University
Students Union, New Delhi - 110 067: This is to express
our strong protest against the unjust and arbitrary denial
of admission to Masood Alam to the Direct Ph.D.
programme in Arabic in the current academic session.
Though he was selected by due process for the above
programme, for days the INU Admission Branch (AB)
refused to publish the results. It was only when the Arabic
Centre wrote to the Admission Branch urging them to
publish the results were the results finally put up — as
late as on Aug.21 (when the last date for admission was
Aug.16). However, Masood Alam's name did not figure
in that list. The Arabic Centre once again wrote to the
AB on the next working day —Aug.16 — intimating
that the Centre had selected Masood Alan and asking
that he be granted admission. In spite of this, it continued
to refuse admission. They now cited the ground that
Masood Alam does not meet the eligibility criteria of
having a gap period between his MA and direct Ph.D.
From where has the AB discover the criterion of gap
period between MA and Ph.D. admissions? Is it in the
Ordinance? Is it advertised in the prospectus for direct
PhD programme?

S. Haque, Patna: Here is a case of the poisonous role
played by our Brahminical "national" media:-

"A film roll contained 32 snaps all of terrorists
brandishing AK-47 rifles and wireless sets, the dress
of terrorists suggests they seems to be form J&K or
PoK...

During World War ll, Henry Luce, the
publisher of the Time and Life
magazines, coined the term "The
American Century" to refer to the
20th century. And in the years since
then the term has been used many
times. In the decades since the end
of World War il, the US has indeed
been the world’s foremost military,
economic and financial power, and
the most important cultural factor.

But that title is not the only one that’s
been given to that century. A few
months ago Princeton University
Press issued a remarkable book by
a Jewish scholar, Yuri Slezkine, that
explains why the 20th Century is, or
has been, the.century of preeminent
Jewish influence and power. In fact,
the book is titled The Jewish
Century.

in that spirit, the prominent French
Jewish writer, Alain Finkielkraut, was
moved to write in 1998, in an essay
published in the prestigious Paris
daily, Le Monde:

Ah, how sweet it is to be Jewish
at the end of this 20th century!
We are no longer History’s
accused, but its darlings. The
spirit of the times loves, honors,
and defends us, watches over
our interests; it even needs our
imprimatur. Journalists draw up
ruthless indictments against all
that Europe still has in the way
of Nazi collaborators or those
nostalgic for the Nazi era.
Churches repent, states do
penance... '

But that was then, and this is now.
There are good reasons to believe
that both American power and
Jewish power have crested. The

20th century — what has been called
"the American Century" and “the
Jewish century” — is passing, both
literally and figuratively, into history.

ISRAEL, THREAT TO WORLD
PEACE

Although the US is still the world’'s
most important military and
economic factor, its relativemilitary
and economic power in the world
has been declining over the past 20-
30 years, and will continue to decline
in the years ahead. In the Middle
East, Israel is still the foremost
military power in the region. It is the
only state in the area with a nuclear
arsenal, for example. All the same,
|srael’s stature in the world, and -
more generally — Jewish-Zionist
power, are declining from the high
point of the 1980s and 1990s.

Tony Judt, another Jewish writer, put
it well in an essay published last year
in The Nation. He wrote: ?

Following the invasion of
Lebanon, and with gathering
intensity since the first intifada
of the late 1980s, the public
impression of Israel has steadily
darkened. Today it presents a
ghastly image: a place where
sneering 18-year-olds with M-
16s taunt helpless old men
("security measures"); where
bulldozers regularly flatten
whole apartment blocks
("rooting out terrorists"); where
helicopters fire rockets into
residential streets ("targeted
killings"); where subsidized
settlers frolic in grass-fringed
swimming pools, oblivious of
Arab children a few meters away

who fester and rot in the worst
slums on the planet; and where
retired generals and Cabinet
ministers speak openly of
bottling up the Palestinians “like
drugged roaches in a bottle”
(former lsraeli Chief of Staft
Rafael Eytan) and cleansing the
land of its Arab cancer (former
Housing Minister Effi Eitam).

Israel is utterly dependent on the
US for money, arms and
diplomatic support. One or two
states share common enemies
with lIsrael: a handful of
countries buy its weapons; a few

others are its de facto
accomplices in ignoring
international treaties and

secretly manufacturing nuclear
weapons. But outside
Washington. Israel has no
friends — at the United Nations
it cannot even count on the
support of America's staunchest
allies. Despite the political and
diplomatic incompetence of the
PLO [Palestine Liberation
Organization]... ; despite the
manifest shortcomings of the
Arab world at large... ; despite
|srael’s own sophisticated
efforts to publicize its case, the
Jewish state today is widely
regarded as a — the — leading
threat to world peace. After 37
years of military occupation,
Israel has gained nothing in
security. It has lost everything in
domestic civility and
international respectability, and
it has forfeited the moral high
ground forever.

What is emerging is a new bi-polar
world, with the US and Israel on one
side, and the rest of the world on the
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other. This new alignment of forces,
this shift in power relationships in the
world, is strikingly reflected in the
UN, where, time and time again,
votes on issues in both the General
Assembly and the Security Council
pit the US and Israel on one side,
and virtually the entire rest of the
wotld on the other.

|WHOLE WORLD HATES ISRAEL

On Oct. 21, 2003, for example, there
was a vote in the UN General
Assembly on a resolution
condemning lIsrael's so-called
“security barrier", a grotesque thing,
parts of it larger and more formidable
than the Berlin Wall, that Israel has
built on occupied Palestinian
territory. Supporting the resolution
were 144 countries, representing
nearly the entire world's population.
Twelve countries abstained. Just
four countries opposed the
resolution. They were: Israel, the
US, the Marshall Islands and
Micronesia. The latter two member
states, small island countries in the
Pacific ocean with a combined
population of 180,000, are utterly
dependent on the US. And on Dec.
9, 2003, the members of the UN
General Assembly considered a
resolution re-affirming the principle
of Palestinian sovereignty. It
received the backing of 142 states,
including all the nations of Europe
and South America. In this case as
well, Just four countries voted
against the resolution: Israel, the
US, the Marshall Islands and
Micronesia.

This reminds me of a story. A senior
citizen whose brain didn’t work as
well or as quickly as it once did, was
driving on the freeway when his cell
_ phone rang. He answered it, and
¥ heard his wife urgently warning him,
"Charles, | just heard on the news
that there’s a car going the wrong
way on the freeway. Please be
carefull” Charles immediately
replied: "Honey, it's not just one car.

It's hundreds of them". Well, like
Charles, President Bush and Israeli
premier Aerial Sharon insist that
everyone else is recklessly going the
wrong way. And as the US and Israel
increasingly regard the rest of the
world as “out of step,” most of
humanity views the US and lsrael
with mounting distrust, hostility and
fear.

American support for Israel did
not come about because
Americans are markedly more
intelligent, humane . or
enlightened than, say,
Norwegians, Japanese or Irish.
No, the US-Israel alliance is,
rather, a consequence, a result, of
the Jewish-Zionist grip on
American political and cultural
life. Awareness of this fact is
growing everyone. And along with
that, ever more people
understand the crucial factor
behind the US invasion of Iraq
was concern for Israel and its
interests.

NEO-CON CABAL CONTROLS
AMERICA

Jewish-Zionist plans to overthrow
the Iraqgi regime by force were
already in place well before George
W. Bush became president. A group
~ a cabal — of high-level, pro-Israel
“neo-conservative” Jews in the Bush
administration — including Paul
Wolfowitz, Deputy Secretary of
Defense; Richard Perle of the
Pentagon’s Defense Policy Board;
David Wurmser in the State
Department; and Douglas Feith, the
Pentagon’s Undersecretary for
Policy — played a decisive role in
prodding the United States into war
in lraq. 3

This is so widely understood by
Washington insiders that US
Senator Ernest Hollings was moved
last year to declare that Iraq was
invaded, as he put it, to "secure
Israel," and that “everybody” — his
word — knows it. Referring to the

cowardly reluctance of his
Congressional colleagues to openly
acknowledge this reality, Hollings
said that “nobody is willing to stand
up and say what is going on.” With
few exceptions, members of
Congress uncritically support Israel
and its policies due to what Hollings
called, “the pressures that we get
politically.” 4 -

| SHARON AS WAR CRIMINAL |

In Britain, a veteran member of the
House of Commons candidly
declared in May 2003 that pro-Israel
Jews had taken control of America’s
foreign policy, and had succeeded
in pushing the US and Britain into
war in Iraq. “A Jewish cabal have
taken over the government in the
United States and formed an unholy
alliance with fundamentalist
Christians,” said Tam Dalyell, a
Labour party deputy known as
“Father of the House” because he
is the longest-serving Member of
Parliament. “There is far too much
Jewish influence in the United
States,” he added. °

By supporting Israel and its policies,
the US betrays not only its own
national interests, but the principles
it claims to embody and defend. The
truth is, that if the US held Israel to
the same standards that it has
applied to Iraq, Serbia,-and other
countries, American bombers and
missites would be blasting Tel Aviv,
and we’d be putting Israeli prime
minister Sharon behind bars for war
crimes and crimes against humanity.

Americans have already paid a high
price for the US alliance with Israel.
This includes tens of billions of
dollars in economic and military aid
to the Jewish state, the cost of the
Irag war and occupation, now more
than $200 billion, and the deaths of
more than 15,000 Americans there.
Directly and indirectly, America’s
“special relationship” with Israel has
also generated unprecedented
distrust, fear and loathing of the US
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around the world. In the years to
come, the cost of the US alliance
with Israel is certain to rise much
more. As some Jewish leaders have
openly acknowledged, the iraq war
is merely part of a long-range effort
to install Israel-friendly regimes
across the Middle East. Norman
Podhoretz, a prominent Jewish
writer and an ardent supporter of
Israel, has been for years editor of
Commentary, the influential Zionist
monthly. In the September 2002
issue he wrote:
The regimes that richly deserve.
to be overthrown and replaced
are not confined ta the three
singled-out members of the axis
of evil [lraq, Iran, North Koreal.
At a minimum, the axis should
extend to Syria and Lebanon
and Libya, as well as ‘friends’ of
America like the Saudi royal
family and Egypt’s Hosni
Mubarak, along with the
Palestinian Authority, whether
headed by Arafat or one of his
henchmen.®

WHY U.S. WILL SUFFER ? |

Now the world watches anxiously as
the danger grows of war with Iran.
Israel has threatened to attack Iran
if it builds a nuclear reactor, and Iran
has vowed to retaliate forcefully
against any such assault. The US
could easily be drawn into such a
conflict, which would be much more
destructive than the lraq war.

There are some who object to the
power of the "Jewish lobby" because
it supports, or, rather, makes
possible, Israel’s oppression of
Palestinians. Others object because
they are unhappy with this or that
aspect of the lobby’s agenda. But to
me this seems beside the point.
Apart  from the harmful
consequences of this or that
particular policy enforced by the
Jewish lobby is the injustice and
danger inherent in permitting any
distinct minority group or interest to
wield immense, disproportionate

power and influence — and
especially in the country that is the
world’s foremost military, economic
and financial power, and most
important cultural factor. Imagine the
response, for example, if Mormons,
or evangelical Christians, or African-
Americans, or the tobacco
companies, were to secure a grip on
the American media and on
America’s political life comparable to
that held by Jews.

AMERICAN JEWS NOT LOYAL
TO AMERICA

In' reality, the Jewish hold on
American life is far more dangerous
than one that, in theory, might be
held by any of the other groups I've
mentioned. There are two main
reasons for this:

(1) Jews in America have,
manifestly, a staunch loyalty
to a foreign country, Israel,
that since its founding in 1948
has been embroiled in
seemingly endless crises and
conflicts with its neighbors,
and which is now a
formidable military power
with a large nuclear arsenal.
(2) Because of the distrustful
and even adversarial way that
Jews view the rest of us. This
latter remark may seem
overstated, so I'll try to explain.

[ BORNTORULERACE |

[t is not merely that such great power
is wielded by a small minority group.
it's that it is wielded by a group that,
more than any other, has a
pronounced sense of separateness
from the rest of humanity, and which,
accordingly, views its interests as

quite distinct from those of everyone

else. This Us vs. Them attitude, this
mindset that sees Jews as distinct
from, and superior to, the rest of
humanity, is deeply rooted in the
Jewish psyche.

Itis laid out in the Hebrew scriptures,
the Torah, or, as most Christians call
it, the OId Testament. ?

The ancient Jewish sense of
alienation from, and abiding distrust
of, non-Jews is also manifest in a
remarkable essay published in April
2002 in the Forward, the prominent
Jewish community weekly. Entitled
“We’re Right. the Whole World’s
Wrong,” it is written by Rabbi Dov
Fischer, an attorney and a member
of the Jewish Community Relations
Committee of the Jewish Federation
of Los Angeles. Rabbi Fischer is also
national vice president of the Zionist
Organization of America.® So this
essay was not written by an obscure
or semi-literate scribbler, but rather
by a prominent Jewish community
figure. And it did not appear in the
some marginal periodical, but rather
in what is perhaps the most literate
and thoughtful Jewish weekly in
America, and certainly one of the
most influential.

| THE HOLOCAUST HUMBUG

| can't resist mentioning that
some of the Rabbi’s remarks here
are stupefying distortions of
history. To speak, as he does, for
example, of "a century’s
persecution of Soviet Jewry" is a
breathtaking falsehood.

The entire Soviet period lasted 72
years, not 100. And during at least
some of that period, above all during
the first ten years of the Soviet era,
Jews wielded tremendous, if not
dominant power in the Bolshevik
regimé. Or did Rabbi Fischer forget
such figures as Leon Trotsky.
commander in chief of the young
Soviet state’s Red Army, Grigori
Zinoviev, head of the Communist
International, or Yakov Sverdlov, the
first Soviet president. ®

The Rabbi’s essay is noteworthy not
so much for his distortions of fact,
as it is for what it reveals of the
mentality of the man who wrote it,
and of the literate Jews Wwho
published and read it — and for what
it says about our times.

For example, Fischer pins blame for
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the Holocaust" — that is, for the
event that Jews routinely regard as
the single most horrible crime in
history, collectively on non-Jewish
humanity. This view, which has
gained wider acceptance in recent
decades, represents a drastic re-
writing of history.

During World War Il itself, of course,
Jews did not dare say to non-Jewish
Americans that they actually shared
blame and guilt with “the Nazis” for
murdering innocent Jews in Europe.
During the war, Jews said just the
opposite.

During World War |l, and for about
some years after, the official story,
the "party line", if you will, was that
responsibility and blame for the
horrors of the Nazi era lay with Hitler
and his “Nazi henchmen.” The
official story in those days was that
most Europeans — French,
Austrians, Poles, Hungarians, and
so forth, and even most Germans —
were victims of the evil Nazis.

PALESTINIAN VICTIMS OF
ZIONISM

In recent decades the circle of guilt
— the list of perpetrators — has
grown steadily, so that not merely
Hitler, or “the Nazis.” or “the
Germans,” but now the French, the
Hungarians, Poles, Ukrainians, the
Vatican — in short, all of Europe,
indeed all non-Jewish humanity —
is held o be collectively responsible
for this allegedly greatest of all
human crimes.

The most direct and obvious victims
of Jewish-Zionist power are, of
course, the Palestinians who live
under Israel's harsh rule. But we
Americans are also victims. Through
the Jewish-Zionist grip on the media,
and the organized Jewish-Zionist
corruption of our political system, we
are pressured. seduced, cajoled,
and deceived into propping up the
Jewish state, providing it with billions
of dollars yearly and state-of-the-art
weaponry, and even sacrificing

American lives.

But it is also the truth that we
Americans share some
responsibility for all this. We have
allowed immense power, affecting
every aspect of our lives and our
future, to be wielded by members
of an ethnic-religious minority
group who view the American
people as future enemies and
potential murderers. Put another
way, Americans have permitted
people who regard them with
profound distrust to play a major
role in determining how we live
our lives, and in determining our
future both as individuals and as
a nation. To permit such power to
pass into the hands of people who
clearly do not have our best
interests at heart — indeed, do
not even trust us — is, to put it
mildly, irresponsible.

I want to emphasize here that to deal
candidly with the reality of Jewish-
Zionist power is not, as some may
claim, “anti-Semitism” or “hate.” We
do not wish harm to any individual,
Jewish or not, because of his or her
ancestry, religion or background. At
the same time, we should not let
smears or malicious accusations, no
matter how vehemently expressed,
keep us from saying the truth, or
doing what is right.

LIES OF WIESENTHAL CENTER)|

One of the most important centers
of Jewish-Zionist power is the Simon
Wiesenthal Center. Headquartered
in Los Angeles, it reports a
membership of more than 300,000
and an annual income of $27 million,
including $10 million in taxpayer
funds. The Center and its head,
Rabbi Marvin - Hier, wield
considerable political power.
According to the Los Angeles Times
Magazine, “Hier has accrued
unprecedented clout in the
Legislature, on Capitol Hill, in the
city’s boardrooms and even in
Hollywood.”° The Center’s imposing

“Museum of Tolerance” in West Los
Angeles, which presents a
relentlessly Jewish-Zionist version of
history, reportedly draws 350,000
visitors yearly, including tens of
thousands of school children.

Although it claims to promote
“tolerance,” the Center’s real
agendais a narrowly Jewish-Zionist
one. It is a staunch supporter of
Israel and its Jewish supremacist
regime. It fervently defends Israel’'s
policies of oppression, occupation,
dispossession, and institutionalized
discrimination against non-Jews.
The Center supports Israeli policies
that violate UN Security Council
resolutions. It applauds lsrael ’s
“security fence,” a hideous barrier
that is part of a long-term Zionist
effort to seize land of non-Jews, and
which the International Court of
Justice says is illegal.

TERRORISTS HONOURED

While the Center denounces
violence and terrorism against
Jews, it sanctions Zionist
terrorism. It has publicly honored
two Israeli leaders — Menachem
Begin and Yitzhak Shamir — each
of whom has a well-documented
record as a terrorist.

The Center has a long record of
reckless propaganda for war. For
years it had been pressing for an
American attack against lragqg,
backing its warmongering with
alarmist claims about the supposed
danger posed by the Baghdad
+egime. As long ago as November
1990, Rabbi Hier was telling readers
of a piece he wrote that appeared in
Newsweek magazine: “| think the
United States should go in. Maybe
not tomorrow, but very soon... Three
years from now, Irag will have
nuclear weapons.”

Inthe Spring 1991 issue of its glossy
magazine, Response, the Center
was claiming that Iraq was killing
Iranian prisoners in German-built
gas chambers. The Center’s
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magazine went on to claim that
German firms were ‘producing
Zyklon B gas in Iraq, “the chemical
used by the Germans to murder
millions of Jews during the Nazi
Holocaust.” lranian prisoners of war,
the Center’'s magazine said, were
being killed with Zyklon B “in gas
chambers specially designed for the
lragis by the German company
Rhema Labortechnik... An
eyewitness repotted the [Iraqi} gas
chambers were tiled to look like
operating rooms, with a separated
observation room for each gas
chamber with reinforced glass
visibility.” 2

Of course, these fantastic claims
had no basis in reality.

[ FOMENTING ETHNIC HATRED |

In a statement issued in October
2002, several months before the US
invasion of lraq, the Wiesenthal
Center insisted that war was
necessary because the Saddam
Hussein regime had been
“continuing to stockpile weapons of
mass destruction.” Moreover, the
Center went on to assert: “For while
there are other tyrants, Saddam
alone stands as a menace to world
order and stability. While there are
others who possess chemical and
biological weapons of mass
destruction, only Saddam has
shown an eagerness to use them.”"?

As the world now knows, these
claims were not true.

In the view of Dr. Frank
Knopfelmacher, a prominent
Australian Jewish scholar, the
Wiesenthal Center foments
“ethnic hatred.” Australia govt.
officials, he says, should have
“panned the members of the
Simon Wiesenthal Center from
entering Australia and should
have deported those who were
here.”

Through its Museum, its glossy
magazine, Response, and other
propaganda materials, the Center

relentiessly exploits painful
memories of the Holocaust and
Jewish suffering during World War
Il to raise millions of dollars annually.

j IMMORAL CROOKS

In a book entitied One, by One, by
One, author Judith Miller, the New
York Times journalist who has been
in the news a lot lately, wrote: “The
enormous success of the Simon
Wiesenthal Center has given new
meaning to what was once a
macabre in-house joke ... ‘There is
no business like Shoah business’.”*
(“Shoah” is the Hebrew term for
Holocaust.)

A few years ago, the director of
Israel’'s Yad Vashem Holocaust
center said: “Rabbi Hier and the
Wiesenthal Center are, in my
opinion, the most extreme of those
who utilize the Holocaust. The
Jewish people does many vulgar
things, but the Wiesenthal Center
[has] raised it to a complete level:
The optimum use of sensitive issues
in order to raise money.." ¢

The Wiesenthal Center has been a
major player in what American
Jewish scholar Norman Finkelstein
calls the “shakedown” campaign by
{srael and organized Jewry to extort
billions of dollars from European
countries and corporations.
Finkelstein, author of the bestselling
study, The Holocaust Industry, calls
the Center “a gang of heartiess and
immoral crooks, whose hallmark is
that they will do anything for a dollar.”

At a time of belt-tightening by
California and other states, with
money short for schools and
highways, it is all the more
outrageous that millions of
dollars in taxpayer funds go to
support this wealthy bastion of
Jewish-Zionist power, and its
bigoted, self-serving agenda. The
Wiesenthal Center deserves the
scorn and contempt of every
decent person.

And that's why, on Friday, July 29,
we'll be rallying at the Wiesenihal
Center’s offices in Los.Angeles to
focus attention on the Center’s
record of lies in support of war,
Zionist oppression and Jewish
supremacism, and to protest the
giveaway of millions of dollars in
taxpayer funds to this bulwark of
Jewish-Zionist power.

Regardless of the particular
causes or principles that most
move us, that are closest to our
hearts, no issue is of greater
urgency than breaking the
Jewish-Zionist grip on American
political, social and cultural life.

As long as this power remains
entrenched, there will be no end to
the systematic Jewish distortion of
history and current affairs, the
Jewish-Zionist domination of the US
political system, Zionist oppression
of Palestinians, the bloody conflict
between Jews and non-Jews in the
Middle East, and the Israeli threat
to peace.

Throughout history Jews have time
and again wielded great power to
further group interests that are
separate from, and often contrary to.
those of the non-Jewish populations
among whom they live, This creates
an inherently unjust and unstable
situation that, as history shows,
never endures.

Now we are engaged in a great,
global struggle — in which two
distinct and irreconcilable sides
confront each other. A struggle that
pits a self-assured and diabolical
power that feels ordained to rule over
others, on one side, and all other
nations and societies — indeed,
humanity itself — on the other.

This struggle is not a new one. It is
the latest enactment of a great
drama that has played itself out
again and again, over centuries, and
in many different societies, cultures
and historical eras. In the past this
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drama has played itself out on a
local, national, regional, or,
sometimes, continental stage. Today

/\ﬁzm is a global drama, and a global
clash.

It is a struggle for the welfare and
future not merely of the Middle East,
or of America, but a great historical
battle for the soul and future of
humanity itself. A struggle that calls
all of us here this evening — and
many more across the country and
around the world — wha share a
sense of responsibility for the future
of humankind.
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
